The emphasis of the
training focuses on the set-up, operation, and programming of Computer Numeric Controlled
(CNC) machine shop tools, and CAD/CAM programming software instruction. Additionally, the
interpretation of engineering drawings, semi-precision and precision measurement, material
characteristics and metallurgy are components of the curriculum,
